Rediscovering Values: On Wall
Street, Main Street, and Your
Street

by Jim Wallis, Howard Books
publisher, hardcover, 272 pages

When we start with the
wrong question, no matter how good
an answer we get, it won't give us the
results we want. Rather than joining
the throngs who are asking, When
will this economic crisis be over?

Jim Wallis says the right question to
ask is How will this crisis change us?
The worst thing we can do now,
Wallis tells us, is to go back to
normal. Normal is what got us into
this situation. We need a new
normal, and this economic crisis is an
invitation to discover what that
means. Some of the principles
Wallis unpacks for our new normal
are . . . It's time to stop keeping up
with the Joneses and start making
sure the Joneses are okay. A healthy
society is a balanced society in which
markets, the government, and our
communities all play a role; and the
operating principle of God'’s

economy says that there is enough if
we share it.

He is president
and CEO of Sojourners, where he is
editor-in-chief of Sojourners
magazine.

Plastic bags are bad for a lot of reasons - th@ytdlecay, they use
non-renewable fuel to produce, they add to the avsiseam, etc. -- but what got
to me was the sea turtles. Mistaking the bags ddnapesea for tasty floating
jellyfish, the turtles choke to death on them.

Americans use billions of the bags every yeart fos the single
purpose of carrying everyday purchases from stoteome. What a waste! And
they pollute!

Concerned about the Anacostia River, which waskicigowith plastic
shopping bags, this year the District of Columbé@cdme the first city in the
country to impose a 5-cent charge on each supeanadg. Sure, consumers
fuss and fume, but the Washington Post reportsahlatdy use of disposable
bags has been about cut in half. And the moneyedaisill clean up the
Anacostia and other areas.

Even Walmart has jumped on the ban-the-bag banutwakhe world's
biggest chain wants to reduce its plastic-bag wagtene third by 2013. Just for
Walmart, a reduction of one third would reap thiesrefits: keep 9 billion bags
out of the waste stream; save 290,000 metric térGQ2 emissions, save the
equivalent of 678,000 barrels of oil.

As for me, | switched two years ago, when the supekets started
selling them for 99 cents on the racks right nexthte cash register. They're
nice! Big! Durable! Handy for other things! And nigcal grocer offered a 5
cent discount on groceries every time | used ongdtlin the habit of buying
reusable bags whenever | shopped. They're great!

Problem is, | never seem to be able to remembtaki® them with me
when | shop. So | no longer have a drawer full lasfic disposable bags, but |
have a drawer full of reusable bags! | guess thatgress. Some habits die
hard!
