ODD REASONS YOU SPEND MORE

How much you spend might depend on how religious yo
are.

At first blush, it seems that whether or not a perss
religious should have little effect on his shoppimghavior. But
according to one study conducted last year by G&itasimons, a
professor of marketing and psychology at Duke Unsivye secular
shoppers may end up spending more than their oekgi
counterparts.

Fitzsimons and his fellow researchers surveyed ritoae
1,000 consumers and found that those with lesgioeliin their
lives were more likely to embrace brand-name prtglas a means
to express their identity, while consumers who idexd as being
more religious felt less of a desire to find otheays to express
themselves and so were more likely to purchaserigegeods.

The net effect of this, as Fitzsimons notes, ig gegular
shoppers spend "way more" on branded goods, wiaichead to a
significantly higher bill, given that generics aas#most always
cheaper than brand-name products.
